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AMA WINTER MEET 
1. Introduction. The Army Mountaineering Association Winter Meet will be held 20-26 February 2016 in Rothiemurcus, Scotland.  The meet will give opportunities to members of the AMA to gain personal experience and instruction in winter walking, mountaineering and climbing. 
2.   Aim. Primarily this meet is an opportunity to gain logbook experience towards JSAT qualifications and to potentially access refresher training under qualified tuition. There maybe an opportunity to gain JSAT qualifications depending on numbers and instructors.
3.
Nominal Role. A full nominal role of personnel attending will be placed in ANNEX A when places are confirmed.

3. Program. A programme of events can be found in ANNEX B.

4.   Briefing. An initial brief will take place at 0800hrs Sun 21 February 2015 at the accommodation.  All Members, without exception, are to attend the briefing.
5. Transport. There is no group transport provided and individuals will need their own vehicles to move around. Units are encouraged to support this event with service vehicles as this is classed as an ON DUTY activity. Those travelling by rail should plan to arrive at Aviemore train station. The meet leader may be able to collect individuals if given prior notice. Car sharing is strongly encouraged. There are parking spaces available for personnel attending to utilise.
6. Accommodation. The accommodation at Rothiemurcus can sleep 18 personnel in bunkhouse style rooms. There are excellent drying room facilities on site. Rooms are to be left clean and tidy before departure. All members are expected to arrive on the Saturday prior to the safety brief on the Sunday morning.  Priority for the accommodation will go to members who are attending the whole week- individuals who can only attend weekends or mid week will need to contact the meets leader a minimum of two weeks prior to the meet.  

7. Feeding. All food will be an individuals responsibility.  The accommodation is equipped with a kitchen and admin area with cooking pots, utensils etc. There are numerous pubs and cafes in the local vicinity. 

8.  Equipment. Individuals must bring their own equipment and clothing, no kit is available from the organiser. The only exception is 20 x avalanche transceivers, snow shovels and probes which all meet members must carry. An example kit list can be found in ANNEX C.

9. Duty Status. This weekend is given ON DUTY STATUS. 

a. All individuals must be an up to date member of the Association in order to attend. The weekend is not an AT qualification course and therefore individuals must gain parent unit authority to attend and ensure details of the weekend are placed on Part 1 orders.  
b. Duty status is provided under the ’Mountaineering as Sport’. The weekend is recognised as an official ASCB event, therefore travel and subsistence costs must be authorised by own unit budgets – ask your RAO.
c. Clearance via 51 Scottish Inf Bde will be sought prior to the meet taking place.
10. Safety. A number of safety measures will be imposed for the duration of the meet. The overall personal safety of individuals rest with the leading qualified member of each activity group each day.

a. There will be a mandatory brief on each morning prior to activities taking place.  The conduct of training is viewed very seriously by HQ Army and the AMA, so every measure necessary will be adopted to ensure activities are safe.  The meet leader or technical leader has the authority to amend individual plans if insufficient experience is identified.

b. Regardless of personal experience unless individuals have a current JSAT qualification or equivalent they will be regarded as a novice. 
c. In accordance with best practice, all personnel are required to wear the appropriate UIAA PPE for climbing.  The wearing of helmets is mandatory for all climbers and mountaineers.

d. Safety briefs and risk assessments will be completed by each qualified group leader throughout the weekend. Dynamic risk assessments will need to be carried out throughout the days activities and are not limited to solely the group leader. Every member has a responsibility for their safety.
e. Personnel who wish to climb/walk in organised and qualified groups must comply with the following caveats:

i. Personnel are to book out and back in with the meet leader, leaving a list of names, training location and a contact mobile telephone number.

ii. Personnel are to use their own equipment and transport.

iii. JSP 419 ratios must be adhered to.
11.
Local Information.There is pubs within walking distance of the accommodation. Any personnel who are hungover or intoxicated in the morning will be removed from that day’s activities. There are supermarkets and small shops in most of the towns and villages.  Also there are many ‘outdoor’ shops in Aviemore including where extra equipment maybe rented for a small charge.

  Payment. Cost will be primarily met by members with some support from AMA funds. A personal contribution of £80 will need to be sent via cheque or bank transfer to the AMA office (Mil - (9) 5581 7964 Civ - 01248 718364) once you have been confirmed a place. Any WML and WCI qualified personnel who are willing to lead groups will get a reduced price of £40. The personal contribution is non-refundable unless you have a letter from your chain of command stating that you are unable to attend due to service reasons.

Point of Contact. Contact Meet Leader for further information. Sean Mackey is the POC during the AMA weekend and all enquiries or problems over the period are to be directed to him.
