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1.
Background and Purpose.  Set up in 1975 following the tragic loss of five members of the AMA NUPTSE  expedition, the fund is a permanent memorial to those five and all other members of the Association that have died in tragic circumstances.                                                 

2.
Aim.   To provide grant aid to British Army expeditions in order to allow Officers and Soldiers to increase their mountaineering experience and allow them to develop their mountaineering skills and judgement.

3.
Status of the fund.   The fund shall be administered as a charity by the Executive Committee of the Army Mountaineering Association.  It shall be permanently open to receive donations from any source and no limit is set on the capital value of the fund.

Trustees.   The trustees of the fund shall meet not less than once per year and are deemed to be the incumbents of the following AMA posts.

a. President.

6.
Operation of the fund.  The fund's capital shall be invested by the trustees to provide capital growth and income.  Grants may be made annually up to the total value of income per annum.  The fund's capital is not to be used to make grants.  Any unexpended income at year end is to be reinvested and is then deemed as capital. The trustees are to seek periodic expert advice to ensure that the capital sum is invested in the optimum manner to meet the funds needs and are to submit an annual statement of affairs to the AMA AGM. 

7.
Grants.  Application for grants is to be made to the Army Mountaineering Association Expeditions Officer.  Such applications will be considered by the Trustees who will award grants as appropriate.  The final decision to award a grant lies solely with the trustees.  All applicants for grants must be members of the Army Mountaineering Association.  

8.
Dissolution.
In the event of the trustees deciding that the fund has no further purpose they may wind the fund up.  All residual funds will revert to the Army Mountaineering Association in order to further mountaineering in general.
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
