As part of the RN-led British Services Dhaulagiri Medical Research Expedition (BSDMRE) RAFMA is organising the ‘Junior Team’ to provide mountaineers from all 3 Services with the opportunity to trek part of the Dhaulagiri circuit, climb two 6000m peaks (Dhampus Peak and Mukot peak) and support the expedition’s medical research.  Participation on the Junior Team will give mountaineers from the Service mountaineering associations high altitude experience to support their mountaineering CVs for future trips to the Greater ranges. 
Timings:
Approximately 30 days in Spring 2016 – dovetailing with the rest of the BSDMRE.

Cost:
TBC, but hopefully ivo £800 each.

Applications:
The application process will be promulgated in early 2015.  Applications are sought from potential leaders and party members.  Experience of high altitude mountaineering is not a pre-requisite, but a proven commitment to your Service Mountaineering Association is a must. 
Training:
There will be some training events through 2015 and early 2016, but the focus will be on individual preparation.  As a minimum, all expedition members must be current Winter Mountaineering Foundation (WMF) or equivalent before the expedition departs; however, Alpine Mountaineering Foundation (AMF), or equivalent, is considered highly desirable.  It will be up to individuals to ensure they meet the necessary levels of experience and currency prior to the expedition.
